Important Rental Rules & Regulations – for Renters 
Please READ, Sign and Return, Thank You.
Failure to abide by any of the rules may result in partial or complete loss of deposit.
1. Please read, you will be required to sign before keys can be received. Check in at 556 S. Carroll Street (above) It is Renters responsibility to inform family and guests of all rental information. First time renters must pay by money order (no checks or credit card). If families are going in together on rent, please have a money order in the amount of the total rent. Payment is to be made when you pick up key.  We are required by law to charge 6% MI Use Tax. Annual Contracts may reflect price changes, please check with management. We can hold but not confirm a home/week until we receive owner’s contract/ schedule. Please check with us periodically for updated status. Prearrangements and prepayment a must on all arrivals after 8:00pm. Your home key, directions, and package will be ready for you on your arrival, please inquire.

2. We rent Saturday to Saturday. Check In at 4:00 p.m., Check Out time 10:00 am . Money orders should be made payable to Lake Shore Rental Management LLC. Please include your name, cottage, and rental dates.  $35 fee for bounced checks.

3. A deposit is required immediately to reserve your week. We can hold for one week. Full deposit return if you cancel 4 months prior to rental week. In event that we are able to rebook at full price, in the time given, we will reimburse deposit in full. We prefer to rebook and return full deposit if at all possible (please inquire if your at all concerned). 25% of this deposit is for additional cleaning in the event that the property is not left in the same clean condition that you found it. Approx. 3 weeks after check out, the deposit will be returned by mail if the premise has not been damaged or left other than the way it was upon arrival. $25 fee for processing all insufficient fund checks.
4. Cleaning supplies are available at each cottage to help you in the upkeep of the cottage during your stay and cleaning before check out. It should be noted that we are not in the Hotel/Motel business. These are individual homes and must be treated with care and respect. Being neat, keeping it clean, and leaving it as you found it will guarantee future visits, full deposit return, and a great vacation for the next family. Saturdays are very busy and count on your help. 

5. Renters must supply linens - sheets, bath and dish towels and will probably need extra toilet paper, paper towels, garbage bags during the course of week.  Lock doors when home is unattended. (not all homes have phones, please bring cellular). 

6. Each cottage accommodates no more than the number of persons allowed for that cottage, it is your responsibility to ask if you don’t know. More people may over tax well and septic systems. Also, privacy and respect for neighbors must be maintained. 

7. Sorry, No pets – this includes visitor’s pets. Pets can cause serious health problems to those who have severe allergies. 

8. Owners don’t want furniture moved. Carpet first aid kit available. Please restrict food and beverages to dining area only. No smoking inside homes. No tents (unless designated). No fires of any kind. No children are to be left unattended.

9. We only have control of homes during rental season, many of these homes have winter renters. Sorry, no early previews of homes, but we do have plenty of pictures of most homes. Home descriptions have been provided by owners.

10. Michigan weather can be unpredictable at times, games and a good book may come in handy. 

11. Special parking requests are indicated on home’s description sheet. Don’t overload with cars. It’s the renter’s responsibility to ask how many cars, trailers, etc. are allowed in parking area. If you have more than 2 vehicles you need to contact us for home-specific parking provisions.  RV’s (cycles, 3 wheelers, etc.) are only to be used in areas designated by owners. Dune & property preservation is of great concern. Neighbors do report when this is abused and a deposit may be withheld . 

12. Report any damage to Management.     Note: Nondiscrimination as required by law. 

13. Some owners leave, for your use, special items such as binoculars, beach necessities, etc. Please make sure they don’t accidentally get packed with your items to go home.  

14. Remember we’re surrounded by woods & water – along with nature’s wildlife (coons, mice, bats, bugs, etc). Our goal is for you to have an enjoyable week but we may need your patience since Mother Nature’s creatures have a mind of their own. 

15. Plumbing Care: Please don’t flush foreign products down the toilet. Calling a plumber for an issue that occurred because of something flushed that shouldn’t have been (feminine items, soap) may result in a deduction in deposit return to cover expense.

16. Ant Prevention: Keep food tightly covered, dishes and sinks clean. Wash all sticky spills with soapy water. 

17. Renter’s, visitors and guests agree to hold Agent harmless and to indemnify Agent from and against all liability and claims of liability for personal injury, death, property damage, or any other loss or damage which may arise in any manner from Agent’s rental to third parties of Owner’s property under this Management Agreement.
